· Mental Health statistics from other areas in Idaho

· Research on why there are less reports involving Mental Health      

J. Archer will maintain a Mailing list that is being used for the “Save the Date Cards” and will include the Idaho Prosecutors. 
S. Alexander presented an update on the Child Mortality Review Team Meeting held with CARTF’s participation with Idaho Voices for Children.
· The committee has requested that CARTF house and fund the CMR team
1. If CARTF agrees to this there is still a question on the long term commitment.

· S. Alexander estimates that approximately $40,000 would be needed along with a person to coordinate the meetings and all the reports.

1. Pam Marcum might be available and was a member of the past CMR team. She has the knowledge and medical background necessary.

· There is a National data base that the local team could utilize for record keeping but someone would still have to coordinate all the local paperwork that is involved in the CMR.

· Legislation would have to occur, but there would be no monetary effects to the legislation.

· Legislation would have to include some authority for the CMR to obtain medical records.

· Suggestion that a Statewide CMR would be more beneficial than individual county CMR teams.
· S. Alexander will bring the past CMR Team information for CARTF members to review

· S. Alexander will suggest CARTF might be willing to contribute resources to help establish a CMR Team, but on completion of the needed Legislation.

S. Alexander presented a report on  H&W Referrals that involve the decline of reports of Sex Abuse and discussion on why the decline:  
· Crime has changed to Internet?

· Mental Health providers are defining sexual abuse differently because National statistics do not match the decline of Neglect 
· Media coverage is pushing Sex Abuse underground because of the re-victimization by publicizing the offenders
· Is data entry changed?

· Is it because many cases are a criminal issue (3rd party) and not being reported to H&W? 

· All agreed the numbers are disconcerting and further research is necessary to understand why the numbers are dropping or are they? 
Suggested that CARTF members attempt to obtain the Law Enforcement numbers of sexual abuse reports
· P. Books will attempt to obtain the FBI Statistics

· S. Alexander will attempt to obtain 2009 H&W statistics

· S. Walker to check AG’s office has number of Internet crimes if they are not included in the FBI statistics
