· All are still seeking Grants to continue being a successful CAC

· Currently INCAC has $50K grant and each CAC gets $10K from Grant Management Funds 
· Brandy is employed by State (Collation) & paid through Federal Administrative Funds

· 22counties  have protocols but no CAC’s  

· Brandy will EMAIL the map that CAC’s has produced identifying the 22 counties.

INCAC would like to see Legislation addressing 16-1617 to add language “Child Advocacy Center” as a specific recommended partner to the Team

Brandy feels support to INCAC will support IDAHO CACs:

· Budget of $8500 to support INCAC to Support Idaho CACs every year
· Forensic Interviewers get together twice a year in Twin Falls & Boise

· MDT Training  CARTF is duplicating what CAC’s are doing and it would be more beneficial to work together to provide the MDT Training

Homeless youths are at risk: 
· Academically

· Hidden

· Sexual Abuse/Trauma/Physical Abuse
· Social-Bullying-Discrimination

Definition of Homelessness – Does not have a normal” home; Children who are living in something that is with wheels, relatives home (not by choice), Parents kick out with no arrangements, motels/unstable living situations. Substandard housing is also can considered homelessness

· Teens choosing to go live with a friend are in agreement is not homelessness

· Usually recognize in the classroom (elementary children)
· Older the child, less likely to find out they don’t report

Statistics on Homeless Children:
· In the Nation there are over a million in 2011

· In Idaho in 2008 & 2009  there were 2710 homeless children 

· In Idaho in 2010 there were 4,322 homeless children 
Considering the definition of homelessness the numbers could be much higher of homeless children

Awareness:

· Services are needed when Homelessness children and families are recognized 
· Medical Care, Dental Care, Transportation(so they do not have to change schools), Title I, Free lunch

· Awareness who to call if you know there is a homeless child by presenting In service to faculty meeting, any reason, take to Counselor and make sure it gets reported within 24 hours.

· Title1 funds the Homeless Children funding; 

· Education is needed on Homelessness

· Civic Organizations are often available for funds to assist the Homelessness

· National Association for Homeless Children provide scholarships

Reporting is an issue not being addressed
